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Notes to editors
· In the city centre, Wellgate is easily accessible by public transport but also has a modern car park, with 600 parking spaces, which is open seven days a week. Prices start from as little as £1.00 for up to 1 hour. A full price list is available on the website www.wellgatedundee.co.uk
· The centre has three levels of bright expansive space. The public library is also accessed through the centre. Each level is linked by lifts, escalators and a pedestrian ramp. Customers can take advantage of a range of services, including cash points. 
· The name Wellgate derives from the old Scots “wellgait” which means the walk to the well: in this case the walk from Dundee city centre to Our Ladys Well situated just north of the centre.

· Opening hours are: Monday to Wednesday 9am to 5.30pm; Thursday 9am to 7pm; Friday and Saturday 9am to 5.30pm; and from 10am to 5pm on Sundays. From 15 December there will be late night shopping, Monday to Friday 8am to 8pm.
