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Wellgate Celebrates Scotland’s Patron Saint

The Wellgate Shopping Centre is celebrating St Andrew’s Day in style with a whole host of Scottish-inspired performances in the Centre on Sunday 30 November. The afternoon features a packed programme of free performances from traditional highland to contemporary dance, choir music and modern Scottish bands.
Around 50 S1 and S2 pupils from Dundee Schools Music Theatre will open the performances from 1pm in the Upper Mall with traditional Scottish songs, accompanied by a keyboard and a piper. Straight after their performance, Red Barn Studios will be making a recording for a CD that will be distributed round care homes and community venues in Dundee for free this Christmas.  

Throughout the afternoon, between 2pm and 5pm on Level 1, there will be performances from Footsteps and the Delma Wilson School of Dance. Footsteps offer dance classes from age four upwards and their routine will feature contemporary Scottish dance to favourite pop tunes including Madonna. 
Dressed in kilts, the Delma Wilson School of Dance will offer visitors to the Centre a more traditional performance with a selection of well-known national Scottish dances guaranteed to get toes tapping. 
In the Upper Mall from 2.30pm to 3pm the Wilma Tolmie School of Dance will also perform traditional highland dance classics including the Highland Fling, reels and many other favourites, dressed in full highland attire.   
In addition to the dancers there will be musical performances throughout the afternoon. Three-piece acoustic band The Story will play two 30 minute sets from 2pm and 4pm.  Consisting of two brothers and their sister, this versatile act will perform folk-style original material with a distinct Scottish flavour. Between 3pm and 4pm local Dundee band Hello Pirates? will play a diverse set featuring pop, folk and rock inspired original material. There will also be a performance by singer Ross Croll who will belt out well-known songs such as the Robbie William’s classic, Angels. The music sessions will all take centre stage in the Upper Mall.

“We certainly have an action-packed programme for visitors this St Andrew’s Day with something for all musical tastes. There is some fantastic music and dance talent in Dundee and we are really looking forward to giving them an opportunity to showcase their skills at the Wellgate.”
